Nao s6 quantitativa, mas também qualitativamente, ele é diferente do clad ou da tribo — nos quais o que tem primazia é o
vinculo de parentesco —, assim como de toda entidade coletiva definida pela presenga de um traco como a raga, a religido ou a
lingua de origem. Fazem parte do povo todos os que nasceram sobre o0 mesmo solo, aos quais se acrescentam os que foram
aceitos pelos primeiros. No seio de uma democracia, a0 menos teoricamente, todos os cidaddos sdo iguais em direitos, todos os
habitantes sdo iguais em dignidade.

As democracias modernas sdo ditas liberais quando a esse primeiro principio fundamental se acrescenta um segundo: o da
liberdade dos individuos. O povo permanece soberano, qualquer outra escolha equivaleria a submeté-lo a uma forga exterior, mas
seu poder sera restringido: deve deter-se nas fronteiras do individuo, que se mantém dono de si. Uma parte da existéncia deste é
da algada do poder publico, outra permanece independente. O desenvolvimento pessoal tornou-se um objetivo legitimo da
existéncia individual.
