This month, Facts and Opinions discusses the ethics of
animal testing and experimentation. We have talked to scientists
and found out three main views on the topic.

1 The use of non-human animals in scientific experimentation
remains a hotly debated issue. While some institutions have
banned its use completely, many others still make use of them as
test subjects. What not many people know, however, is that
animals such as mice and rats share many genetic and
physiological similarities with human beings, marking them
helpful in scientific research.

2 Some people think all animal experimentation should end.
They argue it is unethical to use animals as tool, even if
knowledge is a possible outcome. One common thought,
nowadays, is that animals also have natural rights and those
members of the community who are against animal

experimentation say animals have the exact same natural rights
humans do. These people strongly believe that animals should
have the same status as human beings and should not be
subjected to unnecessary abuse, pain and suffering.

3 Proponents of the use of animals in experimentation, on the
other hand, state that huge scientific progress has been made
because of this. Most animals do not have human-like cognitive
abilities, neither are they autonomous, which excludes them from
the community humans share. Defenders of animal
experimentation do not see any animal as morally equal to
humans, but rather as inferior. Therefore, all is justified by the
benefits animal research may bring to human kind, even if that
means doing harm to ancther living being.

4 These two views are commonly put forward and no one
seems to think there might be a common ground between these
two extremes. A third view accepts experimentation on some, but
not all animals; advocates the use of more humane methods
(anesthesia, for example) and believes there are altemnatives to the
use of animals. Computer simulation is a viable possibility that
can sharply reduce the number of animals used. They also
propose the use of less complex organisms like bacteria, fruit
flies and plants. Additionally, well-designed studies and disease-
free environment can ensure more precision and, consequently,
less loss of animal life.
